Eng 9: Grammar
Fragments (part 2)

Sentence fragments occur when a subordinating conjunction—like after, although, as, as much as, because, before, how, if, in order that, inasmuch as, provided, since, than, though, that, unless, until, when, where, while—precedes an independent clause.

Example 
FRAGMENT: Until the players began stretching. 
This sentence fragment can be remedied by either eliminating the conjunction, or by adding a clause to the fragment to form a complete thought. 
COMPLETE THOUGHT: The players began stretching. 
COMPLETE THOUGHT: Until the players began stretching, they had many pulled muscles.

Coordinating conjunctions—like and, but, or, nor, and for—are often a quick ﬁx for both sentence fragments and run-on sentences.
Example 
FRAGMENT: The newspaper and a loaf of bread on your way home. 
COMPLETE THOUGHT: Pick up the newspaper and a loaf of bread on your way home.
