REQUIRED

· Who influenced them?

· Who did they influence?

· Is their influence still felt today? How? Show examples and explain

Assemble your slideshow in Google Slides or PowerPoint
THE DETAILS
Use as many slides as it takes to do the job properly. Remember!...
1. Do not crowd any slides with too much info or pics

2. Use as few words as possible – Very Few.

3. One slide can have just one pic and no words – that works well

4. Include one video clip or gif, less than one minute long

5. Use one style and font throughout the presentation – do not change things up over and over again 

6. NEVER just read your slides! Have a separate script which is NOT the same as the words on the screen

7. It is always better to break information down into separate slides – one fact at a time, NOT a bunch at once

8. Try to use pictures to help tell your story

9. Keep it well organized so the audience can follow your train of thought.

10. Be thorough – dig deep for the information. Do not just tell us the raw basics – go beyond that.

11. Keep a bibliography of every site used in your research – you should have at least 3 different sources – probably more will be necessary.

12. Remember – spelling and grammar count – ALWAYS!

13. I am expecting about a five to seven minute presentation from each group – as I said before – be thorough.
